� Dehorn or tip horns prior to or at weaning.

         1.    Use the neck area for intramuscular injections 

         2.    Use subcutaneous injection if labeled on product 

          3.    Follow label directions and handle vaccines properly. 

� Electronic ear tags are required on all cattle.
